Ted Tear of 8090 Huron Street commented that businesses should pay more for
water and sewer.

Paul Cousins of 7648 Forest Street, Dexter thanked staff and City Council for
keeping the rate increase at 3%. He noted that The City of Ann Arbor is
increasing their rate by 10%.

Robert Murphy of 3713 Bristol Drive, Dexter mentioned that Water/Sewer rates
have increased 45% over the past years and he also he cannot hear the
proceedings.

e We have received the May results from NUBCo and the Cambrian System.
