Variance Request for Strawberry Alarm Clock, 3441 Broad Street, 08-03-31-477-002
Applicant: Ply Architecture, on behalf of property owner, Jack Savas

This Public Hearing is being held to hear public comment regarding a variance request from
Section 20.01 Schedule of Regulations for Principal Buildings-Residential in the City of Dexter
Zoning Ordinance, submitted by Ply Architecture, for property located at 3441 Broad Street,
08-03-31-477-002. The request calls for a 19.25-foot variance from the required 25-foot rear
yard setback in the VR Village Residential District. The variance, if granted, would allow a
5.75-foot rear yard setback.

PROPOSAL: The applicant proposes a 5.75-foot rear yard setback feet due to practical
difficulties associated with the property.
